Objective: Students will demonstrate their knowledge of PhotoStory 3 by creating a story board presentation
using Judith Viorst’s poem If | Were in Charge of the World as a guide.

Teaching
1. Students will be given a packet showing the directions for creating a Photo Story presentation. | will
present the information via a slide show.

2. Using my poem presentation as a guide, | will demonstrate how | wrote my poem, then matched images to
the words.

Guided Practice

3. Students will be instructed to create their poems. Students, within their revision and editing groups, will
help one another polish their poems. Once they have done this, their poem will serve as their storyboard in
Photo Story. Students will then be able to begin creating their story.

Evaluation

1. Students will share their poems once they have published their story in a wmv file. Using a grading rubric |
will score their presentation based on the following criteria: word choice, image choice, music choice, clarity
of voice narration and mood and tone of voice narration.
